	Approved interlocal agreement amendment with Broward County for the local option gas tax


	Description of Action

	Annually Broward County reviews its interlocal agreement with municipalities regarding the distribution of the local option gas tax for use for streets maintenance.  The distribution is based on population of the municipality which is updated annually by the Bureau of Economic and Business Research from the University of Florida.  In November, 2008 the City was informed that our population will be decreased by 1,099 effective July, 2009.  Reasons being when all unincorporated areas were annexed by different municipalities, the State recognized discrepancies in the population statistics.  Upon further review, it was revealed that the State based the City’s 2001 annexation as all family units, however, more than of the units were actually multi-family units with lower persons per household and occupancy rates than for single family.  The FY 2010 distribution in the gas tax for the City of Dania Beach will be .610592% compared to .632027% in FY 2009.
