7.8. Executive Summary
On Thursday, October 30, 2008, the Dania Beach Fire Department and Broward Sheriff’s Office made presentations on the operational effectiveness of the organizations and outlined future equipment and facilities needs.  The presentations were the result of in-depth studies of each department and looked at the long-term requirements for effective and efficient operations.  As a result of the presentations and upon recommendations of the City Manager and City’s Finance Director, the City Commission approved the revision of the Fire Department’s Capital Improvement Program (CIP).  The revised CIP planned for replacement of one Fire Engine and one Rescue vehicle in both 2009 and 2010.

Following a complete review of the department’s operational procedures and response needs, the Fire Department staff developed specifications for a new Rescue vehicle that would be fully equipped to meet the Advanced Life Support requirements of the Florida Bureau of Emergency Medical Services (EMS).  Staff presented these requirements to three fire apparatus vendors for evaluation.  Each vendor presented their products and specifications for review, and following extensive evaluation, the staff identified the best fit for the department being a Horton M2 Crew Cab Rescue unit.  The new units represent a substantial upgrading in the delivery in advanced care, including the latest methods of providing airway control, IV pumps that provide delicate control of IV medications, pre-hospital cooling of post cardiac arrest patients, and enhanced safety features for the crew, patients and families that transported in the vehicles every day.   The new innovations and features were requested, coordinated and approved by the City’s Medical Director, Dr. Scott Ulin.  

The units are designed to arrive fully equipped, with all of the equipment received and mounted by the vendor.  Because of substantial savings being offered by the vendor when they are purchased at the same time, staff is recommending to the Commission the option of purchasing both vehicles at one time, as opposed to waiting four months for the purchase of the second unit.  Additionally, due to new exhaust emissions requirements, vehicles manufactured after 2010 will be required to have a new Nitrogen emission control feature that will add at least $7,000 dollars to the cost of the vehicles. 

The new vehicles would replace two existing Rescue units, both of which have exceeded their useful life.  Additionally, by having the units fully equipped, the department would be able to reduce downtime associated with switching units while having fully equipped units available at a moments notice.
