As the holiday season begins, we here at the Dania Beach Improvement Committee are getting ready for our 2nd Dania Beach Historic Homes Tour.  The Holiday Homes Tour is planned for Saturday, December 5, 12 Noon – 4:00 p.m.  Starting at the historic Nyberg-Swanson House located across from Dania Beach City Hall, the tour proceeds will benefit improvement projects throughout the City.  Eight houses and businesses in and around Dania will be open for touring and many are on the Historic Registry.  Several old homes are now used as well-know businesses, such as the Dania Beach Water Gardens, which was originally home to the Frost family, founder of Dania.

The DBIC was started in the late 1960s and was originally a committee in the Chamber of Commerce.  The group is now a stand-alone organization that raises funds and all money is used to beautify or improve the city.  Many of the civic leaders and founders in the town were on the committee and some of their children are still involved.  Fund raising events have included A Tropical Paradise Night, and the popular Halloween Bash held at I. T. Parker Community Center.  The committee has planted palm trees and flowers around Dania, installed park benches at city parks, planted sea grapes at the beach to help the erosion problem, and installed a beautiful fountain on the city hall campus.  We also participate in the State of Florida’s Adopt-A-Highway program, picking up litter on East Dania Beach Blvd/State Road A1A, on repeated occasions through out the year. 

Currently funds are being raised to build a clock tower in the city.  At this time, we are extending an invitation to support this wonderful fundraising event.
